Reconciliation of Advanced Premium Tax Credits 

$2,500 - $3,000 = -$500 (consumer’s liability) 

$3,000 - $2,500 = $500 (consumer’s refund) 

 

Reconciliation is done by subtracting 

the total APTCs a consumer used from 

the PTC amount he was eligible for, 

based on year-end household size and 

income. 

 

If a consumer used more APTCs than 

he was eligible for, the consumer must 

pay the difference at tax time. 

 

If a consumer turns out to be eligible 

for more APTC than he received, the 

difference will be added to the refund 

he receives or lower the amount of tax 

owed.
